Desiring to enhance and strengthen the brotherly relationship between
the two countries, and based on their mutual interest in promoting joint
cooperation in the field of land fransportation on roads, organizing and
exchanging pertinent information and facilitating the entry and the exit of
vehicles from one country to the other, and according to the principle of
equal treatment, the Government of the Republic of Turkey and the
Government of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia - referred to hereinafter as “
The Two Contracting Parties " have agreed on the following:-

Article (1):

The following expressions-whenever they occur in this
agreement-shall have the meaning attached to each of them: -

1-  Vehicle:
Any means of transportation or towing which is wheel-
mounted and mechanically propelled, usually used in
transporting passengers / goods, or both. For the purpose
of this agreement the definition includes the following:

a) Public Cars: Cars engaged in pay transportation of
goods, passengers or both, which are duly licensed by
the competent authorities in either country, and
include: -

- Trucks: Smgle or trailer-connected vehicles a551gned

for the transportation of goods.

- Buses: Cars prepared for the transportanon /9?’“ gpi?e,

than eight (8) passengers S ,
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b) Private Cars: Cars licensed and prepared for
personal use; to carry passengers and their personal
effects only.

2-  External Transportation :
The transportation of passengers or goods between the
countries of the two contracting parties.

3-  Transit: .
It includes the transportation operations of goods,
passengers or both by either country’s vehicles departing
from its territory to the territory of a third party through
the territory of the second country, but without having
the right of loading or unloading while crossing the
second party’s territory.

Article (2):

1- The competent transportation authorities in both countries
shall seek to increase the exchange of experience,
information and research in the field of land transportation
on roads, as well as the statistics on the volume of
exchanged land transportation of passengers and goods. -

2- Develop and promote contacts between the transportation
agencies and organizations in both countries to exchange
information and experience, which would contribute to more
efficient and further developed transportation services.

3- A permanent joint committee shall be formed of
representatives from the concerned land transportation
authorities in both countries to consider further development
of transportation relations, overcome difficulties that may
encounter the implementation of the articles of this
agreement. It shall also submit proposals for enhancing and
expanding joint transportation programs and consider
possible proposals for amending any of this agreement

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Article (3):

1-  Transportation between the Kingdom and Turkey shall
be restricted to vehicles registered in either country.
While in the country of the other party, these vehicles
shall be subject to the regulations and laws applied in
that country, and shall not exceed the permissible loads,
weights and dimensions on that country’s road network.

2-  a) The two contracting parties shall permit the entry of
empty or loaded refrigerated trucks registered in either
country to the custom exits in the country of the other
party for loading or unloading of goods.

b) Both contracting parties shall permit the entry of the
other loaded trucks registered in either country to reach
their destinations in the territory of the other contracting
party, provided that such trucks comply with the
permissible axial loads, dimensions and weights on that
country’s road network.

¢) Both contracting parties shall permit all types of trucks,
- whether empty or loaded and registered in the other
party’s country to pass through their respective territories
to -the territory of a third country after undergoing the
necessary customs procedures.

3- Both contracting parties shall permit transit through their
respective territories for passengers traveling by public cars
registered in the country of the other contracting party after
obtaining the necessary visas.

4- Observing the effective local laws and instructions, the
competent authorities of either contracting party shall issue
valid multiple entry visas for six months for each driver and
his assistant belonging to the other contracting party who are
engaged in external or transit transportation of passengers
and goods by public cars.

5- Vehicles registered in either country shall not be involved in . _
domestic transportation while they are in the territory of e *#
other party. Also, transportation from the country of efther .-
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d) Insurance document covering others and
including the driver and passengers. It shall be
issued by one of the insurance companies, which
is approved in the country of the other
contracting party.

e) Freight documents of trucks that will be agreed

upon between the customs authorities in both
countries.

10- Coordination and agreement between the competent land

transportation authorities in both countries shall be made on
the following: -

a) Identify external transportation routes between
the two countries; regulate such a service
including the designation of loading and
unloading terminals in each country and set the
loading procedures for the officially licensed
terminals and offices in each country.

b) Organize tourist transportation between the two

countries on roads by cars registered in either
country.

¢) The technical speciﬁcations for buses, which the §
Saudi companies and establishments may desire b
to hire from Turkey during Hajj season.

Article (4):

1- Vehicles registered in either country, as well as their
drivers, passengers and the goods being carried shall be
subject while in the territory of the other party to the laws
and regulations applied in that country.

2- This agreement shall enter into force after fifteen (15)
days of the date of exchanging the ratification documents. |}

3- The Minister of Transport in the Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia and the Minister of Transport in the Republic of
Turkey have the right, upon mutual agreement, to issue

the executive regulations required for 1mplement1ng this
agreement.

4- This agreement shall be duly implemented without being

contradictory to the laws applied in each of the two
countries.

This Agreement has been duly signed in Ankara city, on 14/7/1427 H
corresponding to 8/8/2006 G in two original copies in Turkish, Arabic and
English. In case of difference the English text shall prevail.
